In 1801
it became the seat of the "Monte della Pieta for
Foreclosure" and was intended to house the
section of non-precious assets. Named "Monte di
Santa Rosalia" in honor of the patron saint of the
city, the building was seriously damaged in 1848,
due to a fire, and later, during the Second World
War, by air raids. In spite of everything, it was

recovered and continued to host the pledge credit
business until the eighties of the last century. It was
then acquired by the Banco di Sicilia and in 2005 it
became the property of the Banco di Sicilia

Foundation which, thanks to a magnificent and
original restoration project signed by the famous
Gae Aulenti, made it a multipurpose cultural
center.

TRANSPORTATION TO AND FROM PALERMO AIRPORT:

Bus service: Prestia e Comandé (journey time is 45/50 minutes).

Every half hour there is a bus from the airport and from the city (the last bus from the airport
leaves at 00:30 hours, the first bus from the city departs already at 04:00 hours); the last stop is
the main railway station Palermo Centrale, but you may get off at the penultimate bus stop (via
Roma n.265), which is less than 400 meters away from the venue.

"Shared taxi":
Two platforms are located at the arrivals area for the taxi sharing cars
it costs 10 euros per person.

Taxi: Located at the Arrivals exit, there is an airport Taxi service which has been coordinated with
the flight arrival timetable. The cost is usually 45/50 € for the distance airport-city center,
something more for night-time (ask for the price before getting on board).

Train: from the airport arrive at the Central Station (cost 6,80 € - travel time about 75 minutes).
